The versatility of the 40-683's architecture allows all
multiplexer banks to be inter-linked and common connections
used as extra signal inputs.

The 40-683 may be operated as a conventional multiplexer
with break-before-make action when a new channel is
selected. For 2-pole configurations multiple channels can
be simultaneously selected without restriction, for 1-pole
configurations the channels that can be simultaneously
selected are limited by the use of 2-pole switching.
